AGREEMENT TO RELEASE AND HOLD HARMLESS AND INDEMNIFY

Boy Scout Troop 7 South Pasadena, its officers, leaders, volunteers, contractees, servants, and the Boy Scouts of America (hereinafter collectively referred to as the “TROOP”) does hereby grant to the undersigned (hereinafter referred to as the “PARTICIPANT”) permission to participate in TROOP activities subject to the following terms and conditions:

RELEASE In consideration of the permission granted to the PARTICIPANT by the TROOP, I, the undersigned hereby release and discharge the TROOP from all liability, as defined herein, arising out of or in connection with the PARTICIPANT’S participation in activities of the TROOP. For the purposes of this agreement, liability shall be defined as all claims, demands, losses, causes of action, suits or judgments of any and every kind that I, my heirs, executors, administrators, or assigns may have against the TROOP, because of any death, personal injury or illness, or because of any loss or damage to property, that may occur during any activities of the TROOP that results from any cause other than gross negligence of the TROOP.

INDEMNIFICATION I further agree to hold harmless, defend and indemnify the TROOP from any and all liability, as defined above, resulting from or in any manner arising out of any negligence of the PARTICIPANT during any activities of the TROOP, but not to the extent that such liability is due to the gross negligence of the TROOP.

RULES AND REQUIREMENTS The PARTICIPANT further agrees to accept and abide by all of the rules and requirements of any activities of the TROOP, observe the program schedules, and follow the instructions given by supervisory personnel. The PARTICIPANT hereby grants the right to terminate participation in any program if the TROOP determines that the PARTICIPANT’S conduct is detrimental to the best interest of the TROOP, in which event, PARTICIPANT’S return home shall be at PARTICIPANT’S own personal expense. Any violation of such rules and regulations may be cause for suspension from Boy Scout Troop 7 South Pasadena upon return.

RESPONSIBILITY The PARTICIPANT fully recognizes and agrees that the TROOP cannot and will not be held responsible for needs or well being of the PARTICIPANT when not under the direct supervision of the TROOP during any activity.

ACTIVITIES The PARTICIPANT is authorized and permitted to engage in all meetings, outings and activities of the TROOP, including, but not limited to: aquatic activities, aviation, camping, climbing, firearms use (permission is hereby granted to the TROOP as specified under §12552 of the California Penal Code), hiking, horseback riding, and transportation by any means to and from any TROOP activities.

MEDICAL CONSENT In the event of any medical emergency, the PARTICIPANT (INITIAL ONE) DOES ________, DOES NOT _________, authorize and consent to any x-ray examination, anesthetic, medical, dental or surgical diagnosis or treatment, and hospital care that the TROOP deems necessary for the safety and protection of the PARTICIPANT.
