Basics of Rank Advancement - sign-offs

· Scouts must demonstrate that they can perform the skills required for each rank.  “Teach”, then “practice”, then “test” is the Scout method.

· Verification of achievement is noted by signature and date in each Scout’s handbook.  Only a registered adult leader or a Boy Scout with the Rank of Star or above can verify the accomplishment of a requirement needed for rank advancement.  Star, Life and Eagle Scouts who verify requirements will do so under the supervision of an adult Scouter.

· Parents cannot verify requirements of their own sons.

· Hang on to the Scout handbook…it is the only record of achievement.

· Scouts can work on requirements of more than one rank at a time, but they cannot skip a rank.

Scoutmaster Conferences

· When all of the requirements for the next rank have been met, the Scout requests a conference with the Scoutmaster or his designee.  Conferences should be scheduled at least THREE WEEKS before the next Court of Honor.

· If the Scoutmaster has determined the scout has fulfilled the requirements, he will sign the handbook.

Board of Review

· The final step for a Scout is appearance before a Troop Board of review.  The Board represents the Troop Committee, who is responsible for the final decision to advance a Scout in rank.  The Scout must have his appointment before the board at least two weeks prior to a scheduled Court of Honor.  Requesting a Board is the responsibility of the Scout.
